This week, Year R have been busy learning all about police officers! The children became mini detectives 
as they explored their fingerprints, discovering how everyone’s are different. They also jumped into 
action to help Supertato rescue the veggies from the mischievous Evil Pea, showing fantastic teamwork 
and problem-solving skills. Wednesday was a very special day as we were visited by Police Officers Alex 
and Kate, along with Detective Paul. The children were full of excitement as they explored the inside of 
a real police van and learnt important lessons about staying safe and what to do in an emergency. There 
was lots of laughter and curiosity as the children tried on police uniforms, asked brilliant questions and 
imagined themselves as real-life police officers.
